	Response to the Cry of the Earth
	* Solar panels are installed on E Block and B Block to offset electricity costs . 


* All fluorescent lights have been replaced with low electricity tubes , and solar lights illuminate the main car park . 


* Metal cages have been purchased and are actively utilized for the 'Return and Earn' bottle/can collection . 


* Explicitly named the ecological dimension in the Vision and Mission Statement following staff development . 


* Presenting the annual Clarrie Jenkins Environmental Award to a House Group. 

	
	* Reinvigorate the waste management system across classrooms, staffrooms, administration, and playground areas by end of Term 4, 2025 . 


* Develop and document formalized whole-school waste management procedures by the end of Term 4, 2026 . 


* Continue to monitor and reduce electricity usage through standby turn-offs and reasonable AC temperature settings (20–22°C winter, 24–26°C summer) . 


* Actively reduce paper usage across the entire school community.


	Response to the Cry of the Poor
	* The College community takes the strategic challenge from Laudato Si’ seriously, educating students to be advocates for social justice and peace . 


* Utilising 'Return and Earn' funds directly to enhance and plant out the school's local physical environment

	
	Implement a streamed bin system (yellow recycling vs. landfill) school-wide to reduce the community's overall landfill footprint . 


* WEN Contact to liaise with the Principal, caterers, and canteen coordinator to devise strategy-driven ways to reduce waste from hospitality and canteen events. 


	Ecological Economics
	* Completed required documentation to formally register and sign up as a Laudato Si' School on the platform . 


* Sourced and applied funding, such as utilizing the CEDoW Environmental Education (EE) Grant to purchase infrastructure like metal cages

	
	* Continue to explore criteria to systematically move up to Level 4 Earthcare Accreditation by the end of Term Four 2027 .


* Funnel all collected Return and Earn monies back into the College to purchase plants and environmental enhancements.

	Adoption of Sustainable Lifestyles
	Long-standing paper recycling system across the office, staff study, library, and printing areas .
Collection and recycling of toner cartridges .

Staff are actively engaged in daily eco-friendly actions, such as utilizing the "Laudato Si’ Table" (swap meet for items)
	
	Transition to green catering/purchasing across more operations, using sustainable alternatives like BioPak products

Encourage staff to expand sustainable practices via constant use of keep cups, reusable drink bottles, and waste-free lunches .


	Ecological Education
	Commenced the KLA summary of environmental themes and launched a shared Google Doc to organize resources .
Engaged in cross-curriculum professional development mapping for sustainability.
	
	Engage in structured discussions with Key Learning Area (KLA) Coordinators to check and update a key environmental unit for each subject and year level by the end of 2025
Develop, review, and update scope and sequences for environmental education annually .

	Ecological Spirituality
	Incorporated ecological themes into liturgy, prayer, and "September prayers" .
The College name itself ("God's Garden") is routinely used to anchor values of fraternity, simplicity, and contemplation
	
	Explore explicit possibilities for a dedicated Staff Spirituality Day exploring eco-theology and eco-spirituality by the end of 2027
Embed eco-theology/eco-spirituality themes and language deeply into the formal RE curriculum, prayer compendiums, and whole-school liturgies

	Community Resilience and Empowerment
	Successfully established the "Gods Hands On Earth" Student Environmental Committee/Group, led by Youth Ministry Leaders (YML) and the SRC
	
	Provide ongoing opportunities for students to create promotional, awareness-raising materials for major environmental milestones like Earth Day
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
